1. Open Gliding Network (OGN): Steve Trone gave a presentation on the network and how rapidly developing. You can access it by googling OGN wiki

2. Simulators: Launch of the new mobile VR simulator (Ian Grant).  Ian gave a briefing on the both the old and new VSA simulators and the GFA simulator project. The new VR simulator was demonstrated after the meeting.  A report of all 4 Victorian simulators (including GCV’s) was circulated at the meeting and has been posted on the VSA website.  
3. VSA President Survey: Results of the VSA survey were shown (Vivienne Drew).  The survey indicates that members are satisfied with the work that VSA does to assist clubs with the GFA strategies and training/coaching initiatives, but some new to club president’s role have limited knowledge of the VSA which indicates a need to elevate our profile. A need was also shown for information and assistance on Strategy Planning, Marketing Planning, Gender Diversity, Customer Service support and Community Social Responsibility partnership/support information.
4. VSA President’s Presentation: To coincide with the VSA Presidents’ Survey, a presentation was provided on the initiatives that VSA will focus on during 2018 and the need for Strategy and Succession Planning, Marketing, Women and Youth in gliding, encroachment on Airfields, Social Responsibility and partnering with Sports Community.com that will all link with the S2F strategy.

5. S2F: Information was provided to club delegates on the link to the GFA S2F Participation Strategy and they were encouraged to revisit this again. Ian Benning provided an update of S2F at Sunraysia. Starting out, the S2F program assisted with the upgrading of instruments/radio of their main training glider and easier flight logging. They are now concentrating on assessing their facilities with a view to future upgrades.
6. This Girl Can: VSA has signed up as a Supporter of the #ThisGirlCan VicHealth initiative and all Victorian clubs are encouraged to sign up and avail themselves of the free Promotional Toolkit to assist them to market to gliding to women and girls in the community and how to undertake this marketing.
