President’s report: John Switala gave a synopsis of the past year. John

thanked the committee for their support. Included in the synopsis was the

successful awards night, an additional $15,000 of government grants received

($92,000 over last 4 years), the Safety Management Systems (SMS) rollout,

$8,500 infrastructure grants given to clubs, 3 youth scholarships awarded,

upgraded VSA website, successful VSA comps at Bacchus Marsh with 22 pilots,
six club health checks conducted, MYOB accounting system installed,

Sponsorship of overseas trip by Ms Furze on an International view of Women in

Gliding (WIG), $10,000 loan to Mangalore to assist with a glider purchase,

upgrade of VSA Rules of Association now called Incorporation Rules, VSA

membership increase from 584 in June last year to 606 with average age of
members dropping from 57 to 52.3, WIG up 9% but still only 6% of total
members.
